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The collection of the family of R. Yaakov Landau, offered for sale in this catalogue, is a unique collection both in
its magnitude and scope. It comprises hundreds of rare items, which reflect the life and work of R. Landau — his
tenure as court rabbi in the home of Rebbe Rashab of Lubavitch, his efforts to strengthen Torah observance in
Russia, his extensive connections with the leading rebbes and rabbis of his generation, setting up the rabbinate in
Bnei Brak and his contribution to Torah observance and fortifying Orthodox Jewry in Eretz Israel. The collection
also reflects the various worlds at the center of which R. Landau stood, such as the rabbinate of Latvia and
Russia, Chabad Chassidut between the two world wars, the Orthodox settlement emerging in the new moshavot
in Eretz Isarel, the rabbinate and kashrut system in Eretz Israel, and more.

The collection includes early editions of holy books, important Chassidic works, books owned by prominent
rebbes, books with important signatures and glosses, hundreds of letters from the archive of R. Landau - both
from the time he was living in Europe (letters from prominent Lithuanian and Russian rabbis, including letters
from the Rogatchover), and from his tenure as rabbi of Bnei Brak (including letters from the Chazon Ish and
leading rebbes and rabbis in Eretz Israel), many documents and letters on communal and rabbinic matters, and
more.

The collection also includes items inherited from R. Landau's father — R. Moshe Yehuda Leib Landau Rabbi of
Kornitz, and items from his son R. Moshe Yehuda Leib Landau Rabbi of Bnei Brak.
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His Relationship with the Chazon Ish

For most of the 1920s, R. Landau lived in Moscow. There, under communist rule, he drew many
students to Judaism in the framework of the Tiferet Bachurim program. In Kislev 1929, he married Mrs.
Mina Rabinowitz. The wedding, which was held in Dvinsk, was presided over by the Rogatchover.
During 1930-1934, R. Landau served as Chassidic rabbi of Libau (Liepaja, Latvia). He immigrated to
Eretz Israel in the summer of 1934. He first served for eight months as rabbi of Ramatayim (presently
Hod HaSharon). In 1936, he was appointed rabbi of Bnei Brak.

During his years in Bnei Brak, he built a close relationship with the Chazon Ish, who cherished
him greatly. Despite their differences in background and worldviews, they shared ties of friendship,
appreciation and deep respect. In summer 1935, R. Landau and the Chazon Ish began exchanging
extensive halachic correspondence on various matters.

The letters in the present collection contain many expressions of the affection and esteem the Chazon
Ish felt for R. Landau. One letter exchange contains a disagreement on the laws of terefot, in a case
which the Chazon Ish wanted to permit while R. Landau was stringent. The Chazon Ish humbly
expressed his wish to only rule in conjunction with R. Landau. On the verso of the letter of the
Chazon Ish, R. Landau recorded the conclusion of the episode, relating that the next day, he proved
to the Chazon Ish that there was a factual mistake in his understanding of the case, after which the
latter agreed with him.

His Son and Successor

His eldest son R. Moshe Yehuda Leib, who following his will and request succeeded him as rabbi of
the city, served as rabbi of Bnei Brak for 33 years (1986-2019). He expanded and developed the Bnei
Brak rabbinate, and built up the R. Landau kashrut certification to be a stamp respected in all circles
for its highest standards of kashrut.

His halachic erudition, exceptional brilliance, practical familiarity of the complexities of rabbinic
matters and kashrut, his uncompromising guard of Torah observance, alongside his humility and
concern for each and every Jew, drew him tremendous support and esteem from all Torah leaders,
rabbis and rebbes from all circles.

His activities encompassed food production plants both in Eretz Israel and worldwide; his goal being
to provide for the city of Bnei Brak and raise the kashrut standards to an optimal level acceptable to
all communities and opinions. In his function as head of the Bnei Brak Beit Din, he would sit until the
wee hours of the night judging and ruling between man and his fellow on financial and other matters.
Having served as his father's attendant and right-hand man throughout the latter's years in the
rabbinate, and absorbed his approach in halachah and rabbinic matters, R. Landau served as a
tremendous source of information on matters of halachah and custom and was considered an expert
on complex halachic and kashrut related issues.

85 Years of Rabbinate, Kashrut and Unparalleled
Integrity

Towards the end of his life, R. Moshe Yehuda Leib appointed
his son R. Chaim Yitzchak FEizik to be his close attendant
and manage the kashrut system together with him, and
even requested in his will that he succeed him in the Bnei
Brak rabbinate, which had been managed with unity and
integrity for the past 85 years, since 1936. R. Moshe Yehuda
Leib thus ensured the perpetuation of his father R. Yaakov's
lifework, to firmly and harmoniously safeguard Torah
observance, alongside concern for one and all.

Not for nothing does his son and successor R. Chaim
Yitzchak Eizik garner the same reverence and support
from all Torah leaders which his grandfather R. Yaakov
and father R. Moshe Yehuda Leib received. Until this day,
the rabbinate of Bnei Brak is managed according to the
foundations laid down by R. Yaakov, in full harmony, with
R. Chaim Yitzchak Eizik being assisted by the rabbi of Bnei
Brak R. Shevach Rosenblatt.
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Rabbi Yaakov Landau, Rabbi of Bnei Brak

R. Yaakov Landau (5th Iyar 1893 — 26th Shevat 1986) was
one of the most prominent city rabbis in Eretz Israel, and
an elder Chabad rabbi. For fifty years, from 1936 until
his passing in 1986, he served as rabbi of the city of Bnei
Brak. He was one of the first to mold Bnei Brak into the
Orthodox place it is today. R. Landau instituted meticulous
halachic standards in regard to all religious matters in the
city, such as mikvaot, Eruvin, kosher shechitah, terumot
and maaserot, shemittah, kilayim, orlah and more. He
refused to rely on lenient opinions and compromises. He
is particularly famous for the superior kashrut certification
agency he established in Bnei Brak, from which he was
scrupulous not to draw any personal benefit. He led the
city firmly and dominantly, fearing no one. He did not
hesitate to remove his kashrut certification from a factory or
store where he discovered concerns or breaches in kashrut
standards. R. Moshe Mordechai of Lelov praised him for his
outstanding fear of G-d, declaring that he is unparalleled
in his exceptionally G-d fearing watchfulness of Torah
observance and kashrut.

Rebbe Rayatz of Lubavitch, in a letter to one of his Chassidim
in 1928, terms him "my exalted friend", and praises him for
his wide-ranging knowledge and his exceptionally refined
character traits.

Apart from his clarity and full mastery of all halachic
matters, R. Landau was known for his piety, humility, and
outstanding worship of G-d. His prayers were heartfelt
and tearful, and even his regular weekday minchah
prayers were recited with great feeling and tears. He was
renowned as a gifted orator; his celebrated sermons were
attended by large crowds who flocked to hear his powerful
and impassioned words. His lectures would contain many
teachings he received from his prime teacher, Rebbe Rashab
of Lubavitch, some of which are not known from any other
source.

In the Presence of His Prime Teacher, Rebbe Rashab of Lubavitch

R. Yaakov Landau was born in 1893 in Kornitz (Kurenets, Vilna region) to R. Moshe Yehuda Leib
Landau, who served as rabbi of the town. He studied Tractate Chullin and large parts of Yoreh De'ah
with his father already in his youth, thus beginning his training for a life-long rabbinical career. At
the age of fifteen, in 1908, he began studying in the Tomchei Temimim — Lubavitch yeshiva. He later
returned home to Kornitz to assist his father with his rabbinical functions. At this point he began
delivering Torah classes in Kornitz, which were attended by many of the community members who
appreciated his clear explanations. On 21 Elul 1913, his father passed away at a young age, and
upon the directives of Rebbe Rashab, R. Yaakov was appointed rabbi of the town, despite the fact
he was only twenty years old at the time, and still single.

In winter 1916, in the midst of WWI, R. Landau fled the danger of conscription to Rostov, where
Rebbe Rashab was residing at that time. R. Landau remained in Rostov until the 1920s. He later
longingly recalled this period as the best years in his life. He merited in these years to be drawn
exceptionally close by his teacher, who appointed him "court rabbi". Any halachic question which
arose in the rebbe's court was referred to R. Landau. During this period, R. Landau resided in
the Rashab's home, eating his Shabbat and holiday meals at the rebbe's table. He was the rebbe's
confidant and attendant, and was very active on his behalf in communal matters. The Rashab
sent him to dozens of cities in central and southern Russia to assess religious needs following
the destruction wrought during WWI. R. Landau repaired mikvaot and rendered them kosher,
obtaining holy items and publishing siddurim for the war refugees.

In Rostov, Rebbe Rashab innovated his famous "bor al gabei bor" mikvah, which has since been
accepted by several Jewish communities. This mikvah, with its many halachic stringencies, was first
built by R. Landau in the rebbe's court in Rostov. The Rashab gave his disciple precise instructions
for building the mikvah, which R. Landau recorded in a memorandum comprised of 15 clauses. This
memorandum serves until this day as the primary source for building "bor al gabei bor" mikvaot.
In his memoirs, R. Landau records the exceptional affection and love the rebbe showered on him,
like a father-son relationship. Rebbe Rashab likewise instructed his son Rebbe Rayatz to draw R.
Landau close since "he is a very precious spark".

The Rashab passed away on 2nd Nissan 1920 (before reaching the age of sixty), and R. Landau
describes in his memoirs the great pain and loss he experienced with his teacher's passing.

R. Landau was one of the leading transmitters of the teachings and traditions of his teacher the
Rashab. Until the end of his life, he remained attached to the Rashab, and also fostered close
relationships with the Rebbe Rayatz and his son-in-law the Lubavitcher Rebbe. The latter asked him
to record all his memories from the period he spent in the presence of Rebbe Rashab, and indeed R.
Landau composed dozens of lengthy letters with traditions, facts, practices and many teachings he
observed and heard from the Rashab, some of which he was the only one to witness.

Shaarei Dura, composed in the 13th century, is one of the
most important works on the laws of Kashrut, and is quoted
extensively by both the Beit Yosef and the Rama. Until
the printing of the Shulchan Aruch, Shaarei Dura was the
primary Ashkenazic work on the laws of Kashrut.

This is the sixth edition of this work (first printed in Krakow,
1534). Since each edition of Shaarei Dura was printed based
on a different manuscript, all the editions published in the
16th century are in effect first editions.

In 1816, the Mitteler Rebbe printed in Kopust a year-round siddur, with kabbalistic and Chassidic explanations
of the words of the prayers, which he heard from his father the Baal HaTanya on Friday nights and which he
later recorded. The explanations of the Baal HaTanya were said in a relatively brief manner and did not cover
the entire siddur, only large sections therein. In this book, termed Mahadura Batra, the Mitteler rebbe expands
upon explanations printed briefly in the Kopust siddur, and adds explanations to sections of the prayers not
covered by his father.

After the passing of R. Moshe Yehuda Leib Landau
(1853? — Elul 1913), Rebbe Rashab instructed that his
son, R. Yaakov Landau, be appointed as Rabbi of
Kornitz in his place (R. Yaakov served in this position
for a short period of time). At that time, a dispute
arose surrounding the position of Rabbi of Kornitz -
a rabbi named R. Noach wished to take the position,
with the support of some of the community members.
Not much is known about this dispute, which lasted
for over a decade. The letter from R. Yochanan Rabbi
of Myadel discloses new information about the
affair. Another letter related to the affair is the letter
from Kornitz community members asking R. Yaakov
to return to serve as rabbi of Kornitz, after R. Noach
left the town. R. Yaakov, presumably decided not
to return to Kornitz and to continue disseminating
Torah in Russia.

R. Aryeh Leib Zivov Rabbi of Dvinsk (1810-1887),
prominent Chabad rabbi, close disciple of the
Tzemach Tzedek of Lubavitch. Served as rabbi
of several cities, including Dvinsk, where he was
succeeded by the Rogatchover.

The Rogatchover — R. Yosef Rosen Rabbi of Dvinsk, Author of Tzofnat Pane'ach

R. Yosef Rosen (1858-1936) — known as the Rogatchover (after his birth town Rogatchov-
Rahachow), was a Chabad-Kopust follower. His father took him as a child to the Tzemach
Tzedek, who blessed him with exceptional scholarliness and instructed him to study Tractate
Nazir (some say this was the reason the Rogatchover did not cut his hair). In his youth, he was
a disciple of R. Yosef Dov Ber Soloveitchik, author of Beit HaLevi, alongside the latter's son R.
Chaim of Brisk. From 1889, he served as rabbi of the Chabad Chassidic community in Dvinsk
(Daugavpils), Latvia, alongside the Or Same'ach, a position he held for 40 years. A remarkable
figure renowned for his tremendous sharpness and genius, he was well-versed in all areas of
the Torah, down to its finest details, producing profound definitions, hypotheses and original
methods of Torah study. Tales of his genius and indescribable diligence abound. His legendary
brilliance was also highly regarded by the secular world in his days and Bialik reputedly said
that "two Einsteins could be carved out from the mind of the Rogatchover". The Rogatchover
dealt extensively in explaining the teachings of the Rambam and wrote numerous halachic
responsa. His responsa and novellae were published in his Tzofnat Pane'ach series. His printed
books are a small part of the incessant flow of the inexhaustible fountain of his Torah. Due to
the profundity of his teachings and his concise, cryptic style of writing, several projects have
risen in recent generations to decipher and explain his teachings, resulting in the publishing of
annotated editions of his works.
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The Rogatchover and the Rashab

Rebbe Rashab held the Rogatchover in very high esteem. R.
Yaakov Landau Rabbi of Bnei Brak related in the name of the
Rayatz that on one occasion, when the Rashab received a letter
from the Rogatchover, he expressed great joy and exclaimed
"the house is filled with light". In a letter to the Rogatchover,
the Rashab addresses him as "my exalted and close friend,
the great Torah scholar, renowned throughout the world...".
The attendants of the Rashab once saw him unusually happy,
and asked him for the reason of his exceptional joy. He replied
that he had received a letter from the Rogatchover that day,
in which the latter had blessed him through the power of his
Torah that he should see success in all his endeavors.

The Rogatchover also maintained close ties with the Rashab's
son — Rebbe Rayatz, who referred to the Rogatchover with
terms of great reverence, as well as with the Lubavitcher
Rebbe, Rebbe Menachem Mendel Schneersohn, with whom
he exchanged extensive Torah correspondence.

Three letters handwritten and signed by the Rogatchover, R. Yosef Rosen,
addressed to Rebbe Shalom Dov Ber Schneersohn - the Rashab of Lubavitch,
regarding Jewish societies wishing to revise the traditional study programs of the
Jewish schools in Russia. St. Petersburg, 1917.

The letters were written by the Rogatchover while he was staying in St. Petersburg,
during WWL

The background of the letters:

After the February Revolution which overthrew the Tsarist rule (March 1917),
a democratic regime run by a Provisional government was established, and it
removed any limitation on the rights of the Jews. This period of freedom only
lasted seven months, until the second revolution — the October Revolution, after
which the Bolsheviks rose to power and established the communist Soviet Union.
During that short period, when religious freedom was granted to Russian Jewry,
various Jewish societies arose, including Zionist societies, societies of Russian
maskilim and Orthodox societies. Rebbe Rashab stood then at the helm of intensive
activity to thwart any attempts to revise and impinge upon Jewish education and
religious institutions. Beginning from Nissan 1917, the Rashab corresponded
extensively on the matter with the Torah leaders of the generation in Russia,
and worked to convene a rabbinical conference to formulate a plan of action. A
difference of opinion arose between him and R. Chaim Ozer Grodzinski, regarding
the attitude to Agudath Yisrael. While R. Chaim Ozer wished to establish branches
of Agudath Yisrael in every town and then call a meeting of all the representatives,
the Rashab opposed the establishment of Agudath Yisrael in Russia, concerned that
it would eventually incline to Zionism. After much deliberation, a conference was
called for the month of Av in St. Petersburg. The Rashab, who was dissatisfied with
the program of the conference, informed that he would not attend. Ultimately, the
conference was postponed. In Elul, a conference of a different kind was convened
in Moscow, attended by the Rashab and his entourage. The Rogatchover was
closely associated with the Rashab (see sidebar), and he wrote the present letters
during this period, in order to urge him to act on these issues. The letters discuss
plans of action and reflect the Rogatchover's great concern of any breach to Torah
observance and from the spiritual disaster which the new societies would cause.
The letters include:

1. Letter handwritten and signed by the Rogatchover, addressed to Rebbe Rashab.
Petrograd [St. Petersburg], 23rd Nissan 1917. In this letter the Rogatchover urges
the Rashab to act against the societies trying to harm Jewish education.

2. Letter handwritten and signed by the Rogatchover, addressed to Rebbe Rashab.
Petrograd [St. Petersburg], 24th Iyar 1917. The Rogatchover expresses his pain
about the publication of lampoons denying the Oral law.

3. Letter handwritten and signed by the Rogatchover, regarding a rabbinical
conference. [St. Petersburg], 21st Tammuz 1917. The Rogatchover relates that
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rabbis asked for his approval for a conference they wished to arrange, but he
disagreed with their plan of action.

The letters were first published in the Migdal Oz book by R. Yehoshua Mondschein.

The letter relates to the freedom of religion granted to
Russian Jewry after the February Revolution, and expresses opposition against any Jewish society which may
cause the slightest breach in Torah observance — likely referring to Agudath Yisrael, which the Rogatchover
vehemently opposed. Presumably, this letter was written for a rabbinical conference and was meant to be signed
by the participants. Dated Rosh Chodesh Av 1917. Unsigned.

The letters were written during the Rogatchover's stay in St. Petersburg during WWI, on his official stationery
(the word "Dvinsk" in the letterhead of the first letter was deleted), and reflect the Rogatchover's activities to
safeguard Torah observance upon the fall of the Tsarist regime and the establishment of a democratic government.
Together with Rebbe Rashab of Lubavitch, the Rogatchover convened a meeting to discuss the challenges of
their times (see previous item).

R. Shmuel Michel Treinin, a wealthy Chabad Chassid in St. Petersburg, close associate of Rebbe Rashab. He
utilized his widespread connections to help anyone in need, and served as the Rashab's agent in various
communal matters. Igrot of the Rashab and the Rayatz include dozens of letters addressed to him. After the
revolution, the communists nationalized all his factories and businesses, and he remained penniless.

The way the letter is written
expresses more than anything the Rogatchover's
boundless wellsprings of Torah and brilliance. He
begins the letter with the date — Tuesday 9th Sivan, and
before adding the year, 1932, he immediately begins a
lengthy (25 line) halachic study of the time of the year —
the week following Shavuot, with references spanning
the entire literature of Chazal and poskim, concluding
with a justification of the Chabad custom of not reciting
Tachanun until 12th Sivan included. Here, he adds a
remarkable sentence: "almost every ruling of true Gaon
of Liadi is correct". Only then does he note the year, and
continue with the actual letter.

The Rogatchover's statement about the Baal HaTanya is
uncharacteristic and reflects his tremendous esteem for
the Baal HaTanya, whom he refers to as a "true Gaon".
He is known to have stated that since the conclusion of
the Talmud, there were only two who reached the true
depth of understanding of the Talmudic sages — the
Rambam and the Baal HaTanya.

In the body of the letter, the Rogatchover relates
to R. Landau's request, presumably regarding a
recommendation for a rabbinical position he was
offered. The Rogatchover replies that his practice is not
to intercede, but if asked, he will surely recommend him
highly (regarding the rabbinical position offered to R.
Landau, see item 452).

The Chazon Ish begins by expressing his distress
over the operation of the water company on
Yom Tov, which was problematic both from
ideological and halachic viewpoints.

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The Rebbe of Satmar and His Involvement in the Bnei Brak Religious
Council Polemic

The Orthodox city of Bnei Brak was unique since it's founding for its
independent rabbinate. Unlike other cities, Bnei Brak never had a religious
council — the rabbis received their salaries directly from the municipality,
and all kashrut and religious services in Bnei Brak were funded directly by
the municipality, without the involvement of a third, governmental party
such as a religious council. In other places, all religious services were under
the control and supervision of the religious council, which in those days was
under the Ministry of Religions, led by members of the Mizrachi movement.
Bnei Brak was also the only city in Eretz Israel were Satmar Chassidim
participated in the municipal elections, with the approval of Rebbe Yoel of
Satmar, fierce opponent of any cooperation with the Zionist government,
and with the approval of the rabbi of Riskeva, rabbi of the Satmar community
in the city. The main reason for this exception was the necessity to maintain
the independence of the Bnei Brak rabbinate, and to preserve the power of R.
Landau and his colleagues who upheld proper Torah observance.

In the summer of 1964, the Ministry of Religions established a religious
council in Bnei Brak. Knowing that the Orthodox community would not
passively accept this move, it was done in an underhanded way, on paper
only. A notice from the Ministry of Religions was published in the HaTzofeh
newspaper, announcing the establishment of the religious council headed
by 12 members lead by R. Yaakov Landau Rabbi of the city. The notice
was published without the knowledge of the new council members, and
without a prior notification. This placed them in a difficult position — on the
one hand R. Landau and his colleagues did not wish to cooperate with the
establishment of a religious council led by the Ministry of Religions, yet on
the other, if they would renounce their positions, the Ministry of Religions
would appoint other members to the council instead, and they would thus
lose their control over the religious services in the city (see item 430 and
enclosed material).

At the beginning of Tammuz 1964, R. Landau sent a letter to the rebbe of
Satmar, explaining at length why his resignation from the religious council
would wreak havoc on the religious services in Bnei Brak (see item 430). The
rebbe of Satmar sent him a sharp letter in response (see item 429), to which R.
Landau replied with another letter, in Av 1964, in which he clarifies certain
points (see item 430).

“Kedem” will appoint a person as manager of the sale (‘the Auctioneer’) who will be responsible on its behalf for the execution and management
of the auction.

The Auctioneer reserves the right to prevent participation in the auction of any person. The auctioneer reserves the right to determine the winner
of each lot, to cancel the sale of any item (even after it's sold) or to re-enter it for sale, at his own discretion and at any stage whatsoever.
