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interpretation of the other four books of the Torah are in this book,
Pirge Migraot, which follows the order of the Torah, and some of
them in Pirge Moadot.

At the beginning of every book, Father added an introduction,
explaining his technique of Biblical interpretation, shitat habehinot
("The Aspects Theory"). The present volume opens with a reprinting
of what appeared at the beginning of "Pirge Bereshit" which

introduced the reader to the principles of the author's "Aspects
Theory".

Reuven Gafni supervised the publication of the book with care.
Emmanuel Mastéy edited the text. His sensitivity, knowledge and
devotion to the work are apparent on every page.

Father gave the book its name. He had hoped to see it in print, and
we regret that he did not live to see its completion. May his lips speak
to us in the words of Torah written in this book.

Preface

In Adar 5767 (2007), Father, of blessed memory, passed away. In the
last years of his life he worked hard the writing these "Pirge Migraot,"
which comprise a commentary on passages in the Torah using his
special method. He was able to complete the chapters of the book and
even read some of the proofs, but not to complete the publication.

After his death I approached Tvunot Press at the Herzog
Teachers College of the Har Etzion Yeshiva. Father's connections with
the college and the press were deep and long term. For an entire
generation Father taught at the Har Etzion Yeshiva and at Herzog
College, and Tvunot Press published his book Pirge Bereshit
("Chapters of Bereshit") (Alon Shvut 1999). This press also published
the book "Shitatr Habehinot" shel Harav Mordechai Breuer ("The
'‘Aspects Theory' of Rav Mordechai Breuer," edited by Yosef Ofer,
Alon Shvut 2005). Thus no publisher could be more suited to publish
the new book. The heads of the college and the directors of the press
received the 1dea gladly, and I wish to thank them for their hospitality.

Most of the book is entirely new. Some of the articles were
published in other venues, but in general even those were revised by
the author — sometimes in terms of content, and in other cases in terms
of style, making them clearer to the reader.

This book complements two other books Father wrote — Pirge
Moadot and Pirge Bereshit, and the three together reflect his
innovative way of interpreting the Torah: The chapters of Bereshit are
interpreted consecutively 1n the latter book. Most of Father's
