commentaries for the various tractates, etc.
This volume was printed by the University of Cambridge
in 1876; but was never published and most of the copies
were lost, so writes the bibliographer, Shlomo Shunami,
in his book "Mafteiach HaMafteichot’, Jerusalem 1965,
no. 3020. As such, this volume is exceptionally rare,
‘There is no complete copy of this volume in the Talmudic
Institute of Hebrew Manuscripts, except for a flawed
copy which is only about half of the complete volume.
In recent vears the University of Cambridge has photo
copied this catalogne and added to it a new photo copied
title page. The photo copies title page is attached here,
and that is where it is stated that the book was never
published.
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
