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The content of this manifesto is a Halachik verdict
issued by some 40 Ashkenazi rabbis and some 12
Sephardic rabbis of Jerusalem to prohibit according
to the Torah, the participation of women in the
elections, as this is a terrible break infringement on
the behavior of modest and ethical conduct. (See a
different manifesto in this catalogue in which Rabbi
Kook also agrees with this prohibition.}
