The commentary of the Michiam on tractate Swkkal was
first published in two editions based on several different
manuscripts i 1959 one editton by B Moshe Yehuda
HaCohen Blau, and the other by B. Avraham Sofer. The text
of this manuscript differs from the tests of both of the
printed versions.,

In the margin of the vellum are two very old curled signatures:
Muoshe son of B. Aheron Chayon. K. Moshe Chayon was a
rabbi in Jerusalem who moved to Safed in 1735, He was
the son-in-law of B. Yaskew Chagie of Jerusalem, author
of "Halochat Ketanot" and "Lechem HaFPanim" and others.
The Chid"a writes in “Shem HaGedolim™ that he was a
colleague of B, Avraham Yitzchaki — the Chief Rabba, amd
also an uncle of the Chin®a. He also writes there that several
of hiz responsa were printed in the “Zera Aveahan, ™ "Ginat
Feradine® and “Maieh Yosel™
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
