In his letter, Rabbi Deutsch excuses himself for not
responding to aletter he had received containing various
Torah questions and writes:” And my beloved friend, it is
not my job to finish and answer all the questions, I am not like
'Ben Azai in the marketplaces of Tiveria." And who am I to
bother you and also increase postage expenses. Therefore, please
Sforgive me."

In the margins he adds, "Please accept my treatise free of

charge"

Rabbi David Deutsch (1757 — 1831) was one of the leaders
of his generation and renowned for his incredible mind.
He was one of the great disciples of the Noda Biyehuda
and authored the popular sefer Ohel David.

Rabbi Yehuda Leib Segal was one of the first rabbis
of Maké. A pious scholar, he fought avidly against Rabbi
Aharon Choriner in the polemic of the Sterlet fish, alongside
Rabbi Yitzchak Grishaber.

Rare letter from Rabbi Shimon Greenfield, Arbitrator
of Sighet, to the Arugas Habosem, Arbitrator of
Vizhnitz

A letter regarding the dispute between the Chassidim of
the Atzei Chaim of Sighet and the Chassidim of the Ahavas
Yisrael of Vizhnitz.

While kollel Marmarashhad always been led by the leaders
of Kosov-Viznitz, in 1908 the Sighet Chassidim brought
forth the claim that most of the donations were from the
city of Sighet. The matter was brought to beis din with
the Arugas Habosem representing Vizhnitz and the
Maharshag, Sighet.

The court case took place in Chust and resulted with a
compromise dividing the presidency between the two
Chassidic courts.

One of the arguments raised by the Sighet Chassidim was
that the Ahavas Yisrael of Vizhnitz did not support the

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decision to resign from the general community and join
the Orthodox community instead. Therefore, section 2 of
the ruling stated that he publish an open letter clarifying
the topic, which he did.

In this letter, the Maharshag writes that the issued letter
had not been unequivocal enough, and requests from the
Vizhnitz arbitrator that the Ahavas Yisrael issue a new
statement clarifying that italicize by a italicize who was
not from the Orthodox community was forbidden.
He explains that it will be more effective if issued by the
Ahavas Yisrael; firstly out of respect for the Admor, and
secondly as he (the Maharshag) was the arbitrator of the
opposing side.

Rabbi Shimon Greenfield was one of the rabbinical
leaders of Hungary in his generation. He was a disciple
of the Maharam Shick and Rabbi Chaim of Sanz and is
known for his sefer Responsa Maharshag,

He was
described by his nephew the Ksav Sofer as a great genius
who was renowned in his Torah greatness, and a successtul
philanthropist who succeeded in everything he laid his
hands on. The Ksav Sofer said that while he was alive, it
was as though Rabbi Akiva Eiger himself was still among
the living, but that once Rabbi Shmuel passed on, it was
as though they lost both on the same day.

Rabbi Naftali Tzvi Yehuda Berlin (1816 - 1893),
also known as the Netziv, was the Rosh Yeshiva of the
Volozhin Yeshivah. He began to study in Volozhin at the
young age of eleven, and at age thirteen Rabbi Yitzchak
of Volozhin took him as a son-in-law. After twenty-five
years of in depth study he became Rosh Yeshivah, leading
the yeshivah to extraordinary fame and success for fifty
years. He authored Eimek Davar, Emek She'ailah and
Meishiv Davar.

He
lived in Ribnitz which lies in current day Moldova, and
practiced holy behaviors already in his youth; immersing
himself in frozen rivers and risking his life, traveling
from place to place under watchful communist guard, to
circumcise and spread ?7dishkeit. He miraculously survived
Nazi occupation during which time his name spread as
a miracle worker with countless stories attesting to his
holy powers.

The Ribnitzer emigrated from Russia in 1972 settling first
in Eretz Yisrael and then in the United States. Those who
approached him for blessing and advice testified that he
possessed Divine spirit. He passed away in Monsey where
thousands flock to his grave.

Attached is a letter of confirmation from his personal
assistant in 1976 and years after, Rabbi Tzvi Adler, who
testifies that this was the very goblet used by the holy
Ribnitzer every Shabbos for many years.

A harsh letter handwritten and signed by the holy Rabbi
Chaim Menachem of Zinkov, in response to a dispute
regarding a shochet ubodek in a city under his authority.
In his letter, Rabbi Chaim Menachem establishes what
should be done with the shochet ubodek and asserts that if
they fail to comply with his directive, he would remove
his responsibility from the city and from anything that
would happen as a result. “4nd may G-d help that my words
enter their hearts."

Rabbi Chaim Menachem Heschel (1837 — 1893) was
the son of Rabbi Meshulam Zusia of Zinkov, grandson of
Rabbi Yitzchak Meir of Zinkov who was the son of the
Ohev Yisrael of Apta. Rabbi Chaim Menachem was the
son-in-law of Rabbi David of Tolna who was the son of
Rabbi Mordechai of Chernobyl. He was one of the leading
Admorim of Russia and held great influence. Some of his
writings were published in “Ohev Yisrael," a publication
of the Kapischnitz institutions.
