THE JEWISH HISTORICAL GENERAL ARCHIVES
(pp. 232-233)

During the last months documents and lists of documents from the following coun-
tries were received by the Archives:

Argentina
The records of “Soprotimis™, a society in aid of Jewish immigrants in Buenos-Aires,
for the years 1922-1951 were received by the Archives.

Austria
Three further supplements to the lists of material on the history of the Jews in the
Osterreichisches Staatsarchiv were sent by these archives.

Czechoslovakia

In the course of the exchange of microfilms between Stdtni Zidovské Muzeum (the
Jewish State Museum) in Prague and the Jewish Historical General Archives, microfilms
of copybooks of outgoing letters of the Prague Jewish Community for the years 1786—
1789, 1801 were received.

France

Columbia University, New York, sent us a microfilm of documents pertaining to
the Jewish Community of Carpentras in the 18th century. — M. Hugues Jean de
Dianous of the French Embassy in Cyprus, submitted for microfilming his thesis: “Les
Juifs d’Avignon et du Comtat Venaissin et leurs Statuts.” — Microfilms of the “Hek-
desh” register of the Avignon Community (1720-1723) and of the minute-book of the
rabbinical court at Nidernai in Alsace (1781-1783) were received from the Theo-
logical Seminary, New York.

Germany

Mr. G. Ballin, Seesen, sent lists of the Jewish material from the 17th-19th centuries
deposited in the municipal and state archives in Aurich, Braunschweig and Echte. —
Mr. S. Franck, Hamburg, sent the Archives copies of the tombstones in the Jewish
cemetery in Segeberg (Holstein). — From the State Archives in Nuremberg we received
microfilms of the files of the inquest held at the beginning of the 18th century at Firth
concerning the Hebrew books, as well as against the Court-Jew Elchanan Frenkel and
his brother, Rabbi Hirsch Frenkel of Ansbach. — The Jewish Theological Seminary,
New York, sent us a microfilm of the minute-book of the community of Wangen (1822-
1866) and of a register of synagogue-pews for the years 1827-1834 as well as of docu-
ments on the history of the Jews of Erfurt for the years 1688-1789.
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Italy
The Archivio di Stato in Firenze sent abstracts of documents on the history of the
Jews in Livorno, 1600-1706. — Microfilms of tax-estimates of the Jews in Padova in

the 15th century were received from the Archivio di Stato in that town. — The Jewish
Theological Seminary, New York, sent microfilms of minute-books and of documents
from the communities of Ferrara (1717-1735), Lugo (1653-1825), Pesaro, Mantova
(1579-1782) and Reggio Emilia.

North-Africa

The Archives acquired lately hundreds of legal deeds, rabbinical court decisions,
as well as commercial and private documents from various communities in North-
Africa dating from the 18th—20th centuries.

Portugal

From the American Jewish Archives, Cincinnati, copies were received of microfilms
prepared in the State Archives at Lisbon of protocols of Inquisition trials held in the
years 1592-1739. The defendants in these trials were marranos from the Portuguese
colonies in America who were sent for trial to Lisbon.

Private Archives

Mrs. Flora Rothschild, Antwerp, donated the private archives of the Rothschild
family of Hamburg, which contain a great deal of material on the history of the Jewish
community of Hamburg (1819-1946). — Documents, in the original and in microfilm,
reflecting the activities of the Jewish-Italian financier L. Carpi in the 19th century, as
well as microfilms of letters of Alessandro Carpi (Chairman of the Jewish community of
Bologna) concerning the Mortara affair, were given the Archives by the Carpi family,
Jerusalem. — Mr. L. Sirkis, Jerusalem, submitted for microfilming a private collection
(correspondence, printed material etc.) on his activity as member of the Polish Sejm
and the municipality of Zgierz (1917-1930). — Ruth and Asaria Alon, Beth-Hashitah,
transferred to the Archives those parts of the important genealogical collections of the
late Dr. Paul Diamant, which he had not given the Archives during his lifetime. —
Mrs. L. Nissenbaum, Jerusalem, donated the private papers of her late husband, Samuel
Nissenbaum-Egozi, who was born in Bobruisk; most of the material reflects his literary-
educational activity in Cairo until the end of World War II. — Dr. Th. Lavi, Jerusalem,
gave the Archives a collection of letters of the poet Enrico Fortuna (Dr. H. Peckelmann)
from Bucharest-Sao Paulo, to H. Marcus. — Supplements to the private archives of
the families Isler, Magnus, Lilien and Mosse which are kept in our Archives, were
received from the Central Zionist Archives, Jerusalem. — Dr. K. Grunwald, Jerusalem,’
gave the Archives a collection of documents (mostly photostats) on the life and work
of Baron Moritz Hirsch, 1818-1966.
