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“The alembic of English tolerance has operated by now on the newer arrivals
as well... That this has been possible is due in no slight measure to the
process of Anglo-Jewish history — a gradual acceptance based on common
sense rather than on doctrine. .. Hence it has been possible for the English
Jews to exemplify how men can enter a society by methods other than
descent, and to absorb traditions which are not those of their physical
ancestors. If their reaction to pi'ivilege has been to deserve it, it is because
they have the good fortune to possess as their inheritance two noble histories”
