THE ZALMAN SHAZAR CENTER

1. The Annual Meeting in Memory of Zalman Shazar
The annual ceremony in memory of Israel’s third president, the late Zalman Shazar, was held on
November 9, 1981 at the official residence of the President of Israel, in Jerusalem.
Chairman of the Board of the Shazar Center, Justice Haim Cohen, presided over the ceremony,
and Prof. Moshe David Herr delivered a lecture on the subject: “The Talmid Hakham as a Leader”.
The President of Israel, Mr. Y. Navon, handed out prizes to thirteen high-school students for
papers on Jewish history submitted during 1981. The prizes were awarded by Eliahu Insurance Co.
and the Center for the Integration of Oriental Jews Tradition, the Ministry of Education and
Culture.

2. A Hundred Years of Aliyah and Settlement
The Ministry of Education and Culture has decided to focus it’s activities during 1982 on the theme:
“A hundred years of Aliyah and settlement”. The Center put at the disposal of the schools
educational aides to facilitate this task. Approximately five hundred schools have already availed
themselves of the following materials:
1 “A hundred years of Aliyah and Settlement” — A booklet containing fifty-five photographs,
portraying various waves of immigration and forms of settlement.
2 Series of slides on the following topics:
A. The first settlements.
B. The illegal immigration, 1934—1948.
C. The Wall and Tower settlements.
Each series includes about fifty slides and an explanatory booklet.

3. Teachers Extension Studies

The Shazar Center held several one-day seminars for teachers this year. This was done in

cooperation with the Dept. for Teachers Extension Studies, and the Center for Integration of

Oriental Jews Tradition, both of the Ministry of Education and Culture, as well as the Center for

Study of Spanish Jewry of the Hebrew University. Teachers were offered three different seminars:

1 “Oriental Jewry in Modern Times”, held in Tel-Aviv on Dec. 28, 1982. The seminar was
designed for high-school teachers and followed the publication of “The History of Oriental
Jewry in Modern Times”, and the textbook for junior high-school students entitled ““The Jews
since the Begining of Modern Times”.

II A seminar was held in Jerusalem on April 1, 1982, on *“The Spirit of the Oriental Jewish
Communities, from the Spanish Expulsion onwards”. The seminar was attended by teachers of
history, literature and Jewish philosophy.

B) To prepare a primary bibliography of titles pertaining to this topic.

C) To contact similar intitutions abroad for exchange of information.

D) To complete by the summer of 1983 a research project concerning Jewish demography in
Holland. This will serve as a model for future activities.

10. The International Symposium
For the first time since it’s existence, the Historical Society of Israel held an International
Symposium. The symposium on the theme: “Judaism and Christianity under the Impact of
National-Socialism (1919—1945)” was held in Jerusalem from June 27th to July 1st 1982, with the
participation of renowned scholars from Israel and abroad. The symposium was sponsored by the
Israel Academy of Sciences, The Hebrew University, Yad Vashem, The Ministry of Education and
Culture, Division of Culture and Arts, as well as the National Council of Christians and Jews in the
U.S.A.

This was made possible thanks to the generous contributions of the Aaron and Cecil Goldman
Fund and the Fritz Thyssen Fund.

11. The Eighth World Congress for Jewish Studies

At the request of the World Association for Jewish Studies we refrained from convening our annual
conference in 1981. We did however participate in the historical division within the Eighth World
Congress for Jewish Studies in August 1981. We are about to publish two volumes based on the
papers presented to the historical division of the Congress. The first volume will cover ancient
history and the middle ages — until the expulsion of the Jews from Spain. The second volume covers
modern times, from the expulsion of the Spanish Jews to the present.

12. Suggestions for the CISH Congress in 1985
The CISH Secretariat requested it’s members to propose ideas for the two central sections of the
1985 Congress. Our proposals were sent to Paris to be discussed there at a meeting in Sept. 1982.

13. Conference in Memory of Prof. Jacob Talmon

In June 1982, the Israel Academy of Sciences held an international conference in memory of Prof. J.
Talmon, on the theme: “The Totalitarian Democracy and After”, in cooperation with the Hebrew
University of Jerusalem, the Van-Leer Institute, and the Historical Society of Israel.

14. The General Assembly

The General Assembly of the Historical Society of Israel was convened on July 6th, 1982 in
Jerusalem.

7. Resolutions of the Executive Board of the International Association

of Historical Societies

A) Members of the executive board residing in different countries will find it difficult to attend
frequent board meetings. Thus, it was decided to rely on written communication to arrive at interim
decisions.

B) The rate of membership fees will be determined, at a later date and the national historical societies
will be fully informed.

C) It has been resolved to convene regional meetings of the European members. The organization of
the meetings will be entrusted to the Jewish Historical Society of England.

D) The executive board of the Association will issue an annual report in order to maintain
communication between the national societies, exchange information about activities, and make
contact with scholarly international institutions.

8. A Project of Historical Sources of Jewish History

At the previous general assembly of the Historical Society of Israel, a resolution was passed to
publish a systematic compilation of sources for the study of Jewish history. This compilation is
intended for teachers, students and senior high-school pupils.

The Historical Sources will appear as a book series, containing five volumes, in the following order:
Vol. 1 — The Biblical period, including the Persian era.
Vol. 2 — The Second Temple: from Alexander the Great to the Moslem conquest.
Vol. 3 — The early Middle Ages: The Moslem conquest to the expulsion of Jews from Spain.
Vol. 4 — The late Middle Ages: The Expulsion of Jews from Spain to the French Revolution.
Vol. 5§ — Modern Times: The French Revolution to the Six-Day War.

Prof. S. Ettinger has been appointed Chief Editor of the series.

9. Jewish Historical Demography

The Israel Demographic Society has suggested a joint venture to the Historical Society of Israel. Ina
meeting of representatives of both institutions, the following resolutions were taken:

A) To locate researchers throughout the world engaged in Jewish demography through the ages, to
collect reprints of articles on this subject, and to publish an annual catalogue.
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New Premises
The Historical Society of Israel and the Zalman Shazar Center have moved to new premises on 22
Rashba Street, Jerusalem. This was made possible thanks to a special contribution from the Mastow
Fund throught the department of special projects of the Jewish National Fund. Our thanks to Dr.
Avraham Avichay, chairman of the J.N.F., and his staff.

We also wish to thanr Yad Avi Ha-yishuv, whose contribution enabled us to renovate the office
and purchase additional office equipment.

THE HISTORICAL SOCIETY OF ISRAEL

1. Participation of the Universities
All the Israeli universities contributed this year to the budget of the Historical Society of Israel. We
hope they will continue to do so and will increase their contribution in the future.

2. The Executive Committee Meeting

The annual executive committee meeting was held this year at Tel-Aviv University on Dec. 27th
1981. A report was submitted covering the activities of the Historical Society of Israel and the
Zalman Shazar Center. The issues raised at the meeting were: the ‘Zion’ periodical, the historians
workshop, the annual conference, teachers extension studies, the international symposium,
publications, and a high-school textbook on the Holocaust.

3. ‘“Zion”

“Zion” continues to appear as a quarterly. Its format was enlarged from 90 to 120 pages thanks to an

allocation of funds from the Institute for Jewish Studies, The Hebrew University of Jerusalem.
During 1981—1982 number 4 of Vol. 46, and numbers 1 and 2 of Vol. 47 appeared.

4. Book Review Section in “Zion”
Implementing the decision of the executive committee, a book review section has been launched in
“Zion”. Three types of reviews will be included in this section:
A) A list of new books received.
B) Comprehensive reviews of important books of historical research.
C) Short reviews.
The book review section began appearing with Vol. 47.

S. The Writings of Prof. Yitzhak Fritz Baer

The Historical Society Board of Directors has resolved to publish a collection of writings by Prof. Y.
Baer, in two volumes. Vol. 1 — miscellaneous articles and articles on the period of the Second
Temple. Vol. 2 — The Jews during the Middle Ages, particularly in Spain. Most of the articles will be
reprinted from *“Zion” and “Tarbiz”. Articles published elsewhere or translations, will be modified
to fit the “Zion” format. Publication of this collection is expected by the end of 1983.
