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The Sperber Collection: A Window onto Jewish History

The collection of Rabbi Prof. Daniel Sperber, offered in this catalogue, is a rich, versatile and multifaceted collection,
portraying the collector's expertise in multiple disciplines. A renaissance man, scholar of Jewish law, history, philology, art
history and the evolution of Jewish customs, Rabbi Prof. Sperber has put together a renaissance-style cabinet of curiosities,
documenting centuries of Jewish culture throughout the diaspora, as well as the surrounding cultures.

Sperber is a professor emeritus at Bar-llan University, laureate of the Israel award in Jewish studies, Rabbi and scholar.
He has served in various position over decades of rabbinic and scientific work, including chair of the department of
Talmudic studies, chair of the department of Jewish art and founder and head of the academic press at Bar llan university;
member of the Open University academic board; member of the Academy of the Hebrew Language; and member of the
Foundation for Basic Research board at the Israeli Academy of Sciences and Humanities.

This auction catalogue introduces a collection curated by a scholar who has devoted himself over decades to the study of
Jewish history throughout the diaspora since the Temple era to our days. In the first part, dedicated to Jewish texts and
manuscripts — from the Prophets, the Scrolls and Passover Haggadahs to printed books, manuscripts and autographs of
Torah giants — centuries of legal, philosophical, liturgic and Kabbalistic work come together. This is also true of the section
focusing on material culture: German needlework and Moroccan memorial lamp alike tell the story of Jewish cultures
which emerged from their surroundings but at the same time were different; of the ability to adopt social and perceptual
paradigms but also faithfully pass on a sacred tradition.

Palestine and Jerusalem maps are an important element in the collection. Maps, part scientific reports part works of art,
transport their viewer to eras when the artist and the artisan were one; when an expert of portrait and biblical scenes could
also recreate the results of historic and geographic research — sometimes imaginary, sometimes scientific — by early Modern
scholars of the Bible and of the geography of the Holy Land. From the paths of the Bible we move on to its heroes. The
numerous woodcuts and etchings illustrating the many Bibles included in this catalogue reflect the non-Jewish, European
interest in the Bible. These are supplemented by ethnographic works by various Hebraists, documenting Jewish life and
history, and by anti-Semitic works, evidence of the complex relationships between Judaism and Christianity and between
Jewish communities and the surrounding Christian world.

As a scholar, Rabbi Prof. Sperber has contributed enormously to our knowledge of Jewish history. As a collector, he has

worked to preserve precious evidence left behind. This collection of carefully chosen objects offers us an intriguing glimpse
into his impressive work.
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1. Shenei Luchot HaBrit (Shelah) - Amsterdam, 1698 ("Nachat") — The Year the Baal Shem Tov was Born —
Copy of the Gaon of Brasov, with Many Glosses in his Handwriting

Shenei Luchot HaBrit (Shelah), by R. Yeshaya Halevi
Horowitz. Amsterdam: Immanuel son of Josef Athias,
1698. lllustrated title page (by Avraham ben Yaakov
HaGer).

Shenei Luchot HaBrit contains many halachic novellae,
Kabbalistic principles, homiletics and ethics, and
incorporates all realms of the Torah. The book was
received with awe throughout the Jewish world, and its
teachings are quoted in the books of leading poskim
and kabbalists. Many renowned Chassidic leaders were
extremely devoted to the study of the books of the
Shelah.

The Bach - R. Yoel Sirkis, notably acclaimed the
author and his works in his approbation to the Shaar
HaShamayim siddur: "R. Yeshaya HalLevi... he left behind
blessing in his holy compositions, and upon seeing or
reading them, we sensed the outpouring of holiness in
all our limbs, and this is the sign that his works were
composed for the sake of heaven, to elevate future
generations...". The Tosafot Yom Tov in his approbation
to the siddur writes: "He is a holy, awe-inspiring man...
no doubt he was invested with a heavenly spirit".

This edition of the Shelah was printed in Amsterdam
in 1698, the year the Baal Shem Tov was born, and
Chassidic lore ties these two events. The Rebbe Rayatz
of Lubavitch writes (Igrot, 2853) of the elaborate edition
of the book Shelah HaKadosh printed in the year
"Nachat" (gratification; the numerical value of 'nachat’
corresponds to the Hebrew year 5458, i.e. 1698). He states
that "this alludes to the heavenly gratification caused
by the revelation of the holy book, and in that year the

Baal Shem Tov was born. The Baal Shem Tov was used
to saying that he was born in the year of the printing
of the Shelah HaKadosh, in order to enlighten the world
with G-d's light of Torah and fear of Heaven with service
of the heart". The Rebbe Rayatz brings a wondrous
tradition from R. Mendel of Vitebsk regarding the first
and second editions of the Shelah: "During the printing
of the Shelah... this holy book enthused and inspired the
hearts of the Jewish people, drawing the Evil Eye, which
brought about the infamous Chmielnicki pogroms"; "In
the year the Baal Shem Tov was born, the second edition
of Shelah was printed in Amsterdam, and then as well
there was an accusation in heaven against the Jewish
people in Poland, similar to the first accusation upon the
initial publication of the Shelah, yet thank G-d, it was a
year of serenity" (Likutei Diburim HaMeturgam, I, p. 50).

This copy belonged to R. David Sperber — the Gaon
of Brasov (see adjoining article, p. 10). His signature
appears on the front endpaper. The book contains many
glosses (more than 150) handwritten by him, some long.
Some glosses are slightly trimmed.

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abbi Sperber (1877-1962), leading Galician and Romanian rabbi. Born in Zablotov to a family of Kosov-Vizhnitz

Chassidim, he was a disciple of R. Meir Arik. He also studied under Rebbe Moshe Hager of Kosov, author of Ezor
HaEmunah, and arranged the latter's writings for print. He frequented the courts of the Chakal Yitzchak of Spinka
and the Ahavat Yisrael of Vizhnitz. From 1908, he served as dayan and posek in Polien Riskeve (Poienile de sub
Munte), and from 1922, as rabbi of Brasov (Kronstadt). He authored Afarkasta D'Anya, Michtam LeDavid, Tehillah
LeDavid and other books. He was renowned for the permissions he issued to agunot following the Holocaust. In
the winter of 1950, he immigrated to Eretz Israel, where he became known as "the rabbi of Brasov", and served
as a leader of the Moetzet Gedolei HaTorah and Chinuch HaAtzma'i. His grandson is Rabbi Prof. Daniel Sperber.

Second)

Letter of wedding congratulations and blessings for nachat (gratification), handwritten, signed and stamped by Rebbe
Chaim Hager Rabbi of Kosov (Kosiv), addressed to R. David Sperber Rabbi of Brasov. [Kosov, ca. 1931].

In his letter, the rebbe blesses: "I hereby extend my congratulations for the wedding of his exceptional son R. Shmuel
[Dr. Shmuel Sperber of London, father of Rabbi Prof. Daniel Sperber], may the wedding take place at an auspicious
time, with an abundance of gratification; may the marriage be successful and everlasting, and may he merit to see
blessed descendants from them".

Rebbe Chaim Hager Rabbi of Kosov (1900?-1942, Encyclopedia L'Chassidut, |, pp. 539-540; Meorei Galicia, Il, pp. 34-36),
son of Rebbe Moshe of Kosov — author of Leket Ani and Ezor HaEmunah. He was rabbinically ordained by R. Avraham
Menachem Steinberg Rabbi of Brody — author of Machazeh Avraham. Following his father's passing in 1925, he was
appointed rebbe and rabbi of Kosov. He served as rebbe to thousands of Chassidim, the most prominent of them being
R. David Sperber Rabbi of Brasov (recipient of this letter). In 1935, he visited Eretz Israel together with R. David Sperber.
He authored three books on Halacha and Aggada, yet he did not have the opportunity to publish them. He perished
in the Holocaust.

The recipient of the letter, R. David Sperber (1877-1962), was a leading Galician and Romanian rabbi (see adjoining article).

Special copy, presumably prepared upon request of
the author, with a dedication embossed on the front
board of the leather-covered wooden binding: "Gift
for the one whose home is open to all, my master and
relative, the distinguished rabbi... exceptional dayan
and dean... R. Kosman Segal". The recipient of the
book was presumably R. Moshe Kosman Essen son of R.
Yehuda Lima Halevi, dayan in Nikolsburg, who signed
two approbations together with other Nikolsburg
dayanim in 1712 and 1715. It must be noted that the
author's father was also named R. Moshe Kosman of
Essen (as printed on the title page and at the end of
the preface: "Yosef... son of the pious rabbi, R. Moshe
Kosman Segal of Essen"). We were unable to determine
how the author's father and R. Moshe Kosman Segal,
dayan in Nikolsburg, were related.

Signature on the title page: "Kosman Abeles" (possibly

a descendant of the original recipient of the book).
Ownership inscription on the back endpaper: "This book
belongs to the distinguished and renowned chief... R.
Wolf Abeles of Alt-Ofen".

[2] leaves at the end of the book contain Tzon
HaNachalot. A controversy arose following the printing
of the book, regarding several customs and laws
mentioned in it. These two leaves, which were added to
the book after printing, were composed by the author's
father-in-law, R. Yehuda Mehler of Bingen, who
reviewed the book and corrected the customs which
aroused a controversy. These leaves were included in
only some of the copies.

Tikunim belongs to R. Yisrael Yosef" — presumably R.
Yosef Labin of Ziditchov (grandson of R. Tzvi Hirsh of
Zidichov), father-in-law of R. Menachem Monish.

Rebbe Menachem Monish Safrin of Felshtin and
Dobromil, son of Rebbe Eliezer Tzvi Safrin the Damesek
Eliezer of Komarno. He published his father's book Ben
Beti. He passed away in Sambir in Tevet 1912. His son,
R. Zeida Moshe Eliyahu Safrin succeeded him as rebbe
of Felshtin, and set up his court in nearby Dobromil. He
perished in the Holocaust together with his family.

This manuscript contains novellae on Tractate Shabbat
and other tractates, and on many and varied topics
in Halacha and Aggada. Includes homilies and
correspondence with leading Polish Torah scholars of
the author's times.

The front endpaper states: "Kevod Elim, Part I" -
"Michael Dov son of R. Yissachar". The same page also
contains an index arranged in the order of the Talmudic
tractates and parts of the Shulchan Aruch, with
reference to the leaves of the manuscript containing
novellae on that tractate or part of Shulchan Aruch. On
verso of this leaf, a section of the preface to the book,
opening with the words: "So says the author". The
preface is not complete.

Large parts of this composition were never published.
Some sections serve as a preliminary version of the
author's novellae published in his book Agudot Ezov
Midbari (Piotrkéw 1879), mostly concentrated in the first
26 leaves of this manuscript, which comprise a preliminary
version of the novellae pertaining to Tractate Shabbat, ff.
130-136 (on the topic of circumcision on Shabbat).

The manuscript contains many novellae which the
author heard from leading Polish Torah scholars of that
time, including R. Eliyahu Ragoler Rabbi of Kalish; R.
Meir Auerbach Rabbi of Koil, author of Imrei Bina and
later one of the leading rabbis of Jerusalem; R. Yosef
Yoske Shapiro Rabbi of Lesla; R. Moshe Yehuda Leib
Silberberg Rabbi of Lask and Kutno, author of Zayit
Raanan; R. Shlomo Leib Morgenstern Rabbi of Lunshitz,
author of Minchat HaBoker; and others.

In many instances, the author quotes novellae from his
father R. Yissachar Weingott Rabbi of Czestochowa,
author of Pitchei She'arim. His father is sometimes
mentioned with the blessing for the living, and
sometimes as having passed away. R. Yissachar passed
away in Elul 1852.

R. Michael Dov Weingott (1819-1887), a leading Polish
Torah scholar in his times, from a distinguished rabbinic
family in Poland, son of R. Yissachar Weingott author of
Pitchei She'arim. He was the close disciple of R. Eliyahu
Ragoler Rabbi of Kalish. He served as rabbi of Piotrkow
Kujawski, Dobrzyn and towicz. He authored Agudot Ezov
Midbari (Piotrkéw 1879) - responsa on all four parts of
Shulchan Aruch, and novellae on Tractates Shabbat and
Eruvin. He corresponded extensively with the leading
Torah scholars of his generation, including his colleague
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R. Meir Auerbach, author of Imrei Bina. He copied some
of this correspondence in this manuscript. In his preface
to Agudot Ezov Midbari, he mentions this composition:
"I chose responsum novellae and halachic analyses
following the order of the parts of Shulchan Aruch, and
novellae on Tractate Shabbat, Chapter R. Eliezer DeMila,
which G-d granted me when studying in 1845 and 1846,
following the urging of my late father, and | organized
them in 1850...". As mentioned, some of this manuscript
is a preliminary version of the printed edition.

The places of writing mentioned in the manuscript
are Czestochowa and Piotrkéw. On p. 12a, he writes:
"When | came here to Czestochowa, | saw that the
mohelim practice...", and p. 46a contains a transcript
of a responsum sent to him, in which he is addressed as
rabbi of Piotrkow.

The dates mentioned in the manuscript are 1848 (p.
68a), 1849 (p. 46a) and 1856 (p. 91a). A marginal note
on p. 50a reads: "That which | innovated in 1838 from
mid-Sivan, until the summer of 1839".

Two additional leaves handwritten by the author were
found between the pages of the manuscript.

Early Esther scroll, written on gevil. [Italy, ca. late 16th century / first half of the 17th century].

The scroll was written on soft dark brown gevil; 24 lines per column. In several places, the text deviates
from the Masorah. Italian-Sephardic script, combining characteristics of 14th and 15th century script
(seen in the letters dalet, heh and chet) and later script (particularly seen in the letters gimmel, lamed
and the final kaf). This style of script is similar to that used by 16th and 17th century Italian scribes. It is
found in the writings of R. Meir "HaSofer" of Padua (a famous scribe and kabbalist, active in the 16th
century - see enclosed material), and in a few of the Torah scrolls and single Torah scroll membranes
extant from that time. Based on this, it seems that this scroll was written in Central or Southern Italy in
the late 16th century or in the first half of the 17th century. See enclosed expert's report.

In six places, enlarged letters spell out the four-lettered Names of G-d (allusions to G-d's Name in the
Book of Esther have already been mentioned in early sources, such as Kad HaKemach by Rabbenu
Bachyei ben Asher ibn Halawa, in Pri Etz Chaim by R. Chaim Vital [Shaar HaPurim, Chapter 6] and in
the commentary of R. Moshe Alshech on Tehillim [Chapter 118]; yet they do not mention the custom to
emphasize the letters alluding to G-d's Name. This custom was common in Ashkenazi countries as early
as the 18th century, however an early Italian-Sephardi scroll with these accentuations is indeed rare).
Enclosed is a piece of gevil of a similar color, containing the blessings of the megillah in a handwriting
similar to that of the scroll (with one line of instructions written in semi-cursive script). The wording
of the blessings conforms with 16th century Italian-rite machzorim.

Elaborate mezuzah covers were of the most important
religious artifacts in Jewish households in Morocco,
and unlike other artifacts, were considered "feminine"
objects, bearing the name of the lady of the household.
The covers were usually embroidered goldwork on
velvet in vibrant colors; some were made of silver and
backed with velvet. Most of the silver mezuzah covers
most probably originate from the mellah of Fez, which
was home to many silversmiths who worked in this style.
Similar silverwork is typical of Moroccan Hanukkah
lamps, prayers shawl (tallit) bags and phylacteries
(tefillin) bags.

The Mezuzah cover was often made for the bride's
dowry, but in some cases the need for it arose only
later; at first, the young couple would live with the
husband's parents and only when children were born
and the family moved to a more spacious house would
a new mezuzah cover be made. Since Jewish houses
in Morocco (like Muslim houses) were closed off for
reasons of modesty and safety, and due to the value of
the silver mezuzah covers, they were not hung on the
door facing the street but rather inside the house, often
at the entrance to the living room. Thus, the Mezuzah
symbolized the central place of the wife and mother as
the supporting pillar of the family, in the spirit of the
Mishnaic saying "his house is his wife".

This mezuzah cover is documented in the Bezalel Narkiss
Index of Jewish Art, item no. 7262.

However, the original marginal commentary (and a single case of
commentary appearing in the center of the leaf) was not copied in this manuscript, and passages originally written in
semi-cursive Ashkenazic script were copied in a different script.

It is interesting to note the respectful depiction of women in the Darmstadt Haggadabh illustrations. The women are
depicted as sitting around the table in a place that is equal in its importance to that of the men and are reading books;
thus, the person who ordered the Haggadah was presumably a woman and the painter wanted to honor her and
emphasize her social and family status. The Haggadah ends with two secular illustrations — a hunting scene typical of
the era and the Fountain of Youth.

Twelve Tribes of Israel; a map depicting the route of the
Israelites in the desert; a map of Jerusalem; a map of
Palestine according to the New Testament; and a map of
the Mediterranean basin.

America, whose discovery led to a transformation in cartographic representations of the world, is depicted
in this map in the bottom corner, as a minor addition to the Old World.

The clover leaf design is a tribute to Bunting's hometown Hanover, the arms of which show a trefoil, as indicated in
the title of the map.

In Jerusalem itself, the map became most popular when the new city started growing, partly due to the Universitas
bookshop, which sold color reproductions of the map as souvenirs. In 2009, a large model of the map by artist Arman
Darian was placed at the entrance to the City Hall of Jerusalem.

Forty regulations against luxuries, announced in the
two synagogues of the Frankfurt am Main community,
backed by the rabbi and the community leaders, on
17th Tammuz 1715, valid for the next twenty years.
This work is the only source documenting these
regulations against luxury in the Frankfurt am Main
community. Thanks to the author, Johann Jacob
Schudt, who published them together with his
German translation and commentary they have been
documented for posterity (Schudt reprinted this work as
an addendum to his book Judische Merckwurdigkeiten,
Frankfurt 1718, vol. IV, cont. 3, pp. 81-106 — see item 86).
This work is a rich source of information on the way of
life of the Jewish communities in Germany in that time.
The regulations and notes disclose much information on
the ways of the Frankfurt Jews, their manner of dress,
popular dishes, their language and various institutions.
The regulations relate to the types of food served at
celebrations and their cost, the amount of people one
is allowed to invite, the presents sent and the amount
spent on them, the types of clothing and jewelry
which are prohibited, and the like, and the various
punishments for those who transgress the regulations
(the translation below is based on Prager, see below):
"At a wedding... music shall not be played later than
midnight, any band found playing later will not be
employed for a full year" (regulation 30); "No maid...
shall wear silk clothing at all... whoever is found
transgressing this will immediately be banished from
our community" (regulation 32); "On Friday night, and
on Shabbat between Mincha and Arvit, unmarried girls
are not allowed to stroll in groups in the woods or on the

street, with a fine of 20 Reichstaler. Community workers
will be stationed to supervise this, and they will be
allowed to throw garbage on the girls" (regulation 33);
"Blond or white wigs are banned" (in those times, it was
fashionable for men to wear wigs; regulation 36); "No
Bar Mitzva boy shall come up to the Torah reading with
a wig" (regulation 37).

Frontispiece engraving (by Peter Fehr, 1681-1740)
depicts three scenes related to the book, with
explanatory captions in German: "Issuing the Jewish
regulations" - meeting of the community leaders
discussing the regulations; "Here the bride goes in
opulence"; "Spending the Vacht-Nacht in celebration”
—the celebration of the night preceding the Brit. In the
upper illustration, the Hebrew inscription "Clothing
order" appears in a square frame.

It
is however more likely that this is the community scribe,
recording the regulations during the course of the
discussions.

In 1724, the
work was re-edited by Sebastian Jacob Jugendres, who
toned down Kirchner's coarse language, as well as his
scornful attitude to all things Jewish.

was printed under Picart's name only).

This twelve-part composition comprises approximately
five thousand pages of text and about 280 engraved
plates (including dozens of double-spread plates)
documenting in great detail the religious ceremonies
and customs of the world's religions and sects. The
composition, first published in a seven-volume French
edition in 1727-1737, introduced with respect and
tolerance both Judaism, Christianity and Islam and
the pagan religions of the peoples of India, Africa and
America, while emphasizing what was common to all
religions. The unbiased depiction of various cultures and
peoples greatly contributed to the promotion of religious
tolerance throughout Europe. Although the composition
was banned by the Catholic Church, multiple editions
were published during the 18th and 19th centuries (in
French, English, Dutch and German), becoming a central
source of information about the world's religions.

The first volume of the composition was dedicated
mostly to Jewish customs and its engravings were based
on Picart's visits to the synagogue of the Portuguese
community and to the houses of Sephardic Jews in
Amsterdam. Picart, who was familiar with the Jewish
community of Amsterdam (and even executed the
engraved title page of the book "Tikkun Sofrim",
printed in Amsterdam in 1725), invested a special effort
in the engravings depicting Jewish life and culture in
18th century Holland.

The engravings in the first volume depict various Jewish
customs, such as the laying of phylacteries, a marriage
ceremony, circumcision, a Jewish burial, the celebration
of Simchat Torah, sitting in the Sukkah and the feast of
the Passover Seder, as well as various religious articles: a
Mezuzah, a Shofar, a prayer shawl and more.

The most well-known of the engravings depicts
the inauguration of the Portuguese synagogue in
Amsterdam. Another engraving depicts Picart himself
as a guest during the feast of the Passover Seder at the
house of the prominent Curiel family in Amsterdam.

Between 1507 and 1509, the Jewish apostate
Johannes Pfefferkorn published a number of
anti-Jewish tracts; considering Jewish books, and
especially the Talmud, to be "the source of all evil",
he called to have them seized and destroyed. Due to
his efforts, in 1509, Holy Roman Emperor Maximilian
| ordered the confiscation of Jewish books by
authorized agents. Pfefferkorn, in his capacity as the
Frankfurt agent, immediately began carrying out
the order. The confiscation of Jewish books aroused
the opposition of several German scholars, who
claimed that Christian truth was hidden in Jewish
sources. The debate that developed eventually led
the emperor to rescind the order.

This book is unique in being an anti-Jewish work
printed by one of the leading Hebrew printers in
Italy, Gershom Soncino. The book, authored by
the Friar Minor Pietro Colonna Galatino, shows
that Jewish texts contain hints pertaining to the
Christian doctrine. Perhaps Soncino agreed to print
this work, which attacks his own religion, since
it could be used to support the claims of those
who opposed Pfefferkorn (thus protecting Jewish
books).

The book contains many Biblical and Talmudic
quotes in Hebrew. First page of each chapter within
woodcut border (this border was used in the title
pages of various Hebrew books printed by Gershom
Soncino, such as Kol Bo, Rimini 1525-1526).
Gershom Soncino, one of the leading Hebrew
printers, wandered with his printing equipment
through various Italian cities. He printed three
books in Ortona, including one in Hebrew. This is
the first book he printed in Ortona.

Johann Andreas Eisenmenger (1654-1704), a German
orientalist and professor of Semitic languages, had
a formative influence on modern antisemitism.
Eisenmenger studied the Bible, the Talmud and
rabbinical writings and met with Jewish scholars and
rabbis, seeking evidence proving that Judaism was
immoral and promoted hatred towards Christians.
During his studies, for some 19 years, he professed
to be interested in converting to Judaism; in 1694 he
even printed the Hebrew Bible in Frankfurt and was

granted the approbation of Rabbi David Gruenhut (R.
Gruenhut wrote an introduction to the Bible, describing
Eisenmenger as an "exalted scholar"). Entdecktes
Judenthum - "Judaism Unmasked" - is an extensive
study directed against Judaism, written in what seems
to be a reliable scientific manner. It is considered to this
day a classic of modern antisemitism and was dubbed
"an encyclopedia of Jew hatred" by historian Simon
Dubnow.

This is the second edition, printed clandestinely in
violation of an injunction against the book, seven years
after the author's death. In order to avoid prosecution,
a false imprint was given, with the city of Kénigsberg,
which was outside the jurisdiction of Emperor Joseph |,
as place of printing.

The grim accusations against the Jews made by
Margaritha in this book led to a public debate,
conducted in 1530 before the Imperial Committee that
convened in the Reichstag of Augsburg, in the presence
of Emperor Karl V. Margaritha's opponent in this debate
was the well-known Jewish lobbyist Rabbi Joseph ben

Kippur, Margaritha makes an odd remark (pp. 60-61),
based on the teaching that a rooster is taken for Kapparot
since in Hebrew it is called “Gever", as are men: “Some say
that they have heard from early Sages that monkeys should
be used, since they are most similar to men, but as it is not
always possible to get monkeys, roosters are used".

It was first published in Augsburg,
in 1530, and includes the first translation of the Jewish
prayer book for a non-Jewish readership (see: "Between
Judaism and Christianity(ies), between Ethnography
and Polemic: Antonius Margaritha's Writing on the
Kabbalah in 'The Whole Jewish Belief'" [Hebrew], by
Daniel Lehmann). Engraved title page.

Der Gantze Judische Glaube claims to expose the true
face of Judaism, mocks Jewish customs and makes
serious accusations against the Jews. Margaritha warns
his Christian readers against being in contact and trading
with Jews, cautions them not to consult with Jewish
physicians and portrays a negative picture of the Jewish
Sabbath and the custom of using a "Sabbath Gentile".
One of the worst allegations targets the political loyalty
of the Jews, who are portrayed as treacherous subjects
and supporters of enemy countries, headed by the
Ottoman Empire. This work deeply affected Martin
Luther, who was inspired by it to write his anti-Semitic
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(in Hebrew and Yiddish) are unknown from other
sources: a Selicha authored by Rabbi Shmuel Schotten
Katz following the great fire in the Jewish Quarter of
Frankfurt in 1711; the Purim play "Ahasuerus-Spiel" (of
which most copies were burnt following a rabbinical
decree; the text was preserved only thanks to Schudt);
two versions of women's incantations for childbirth;
regulations of the Jewish community forbidding luxuries
(see item 78); and more.

Besides its documental value, the book is considered
a landmark in the history of modern anti-Semitism,
mainly due to a special chapter dedicated entirely to a
description of the Jewish body - its shape, colors and
smells (this chapter is considered a harbinger of racist
anti-Semitism in Europe).

The book features several engravings (some as separate
plates and some in-text), including a portrait of the
author, an engraving depicting Jacob blessing Joseph's
